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INTRODUCTION

The entry criteria for the Part Il (oral) Examination demand that the candidate has had a minimum of four years
training in anaesthesiology and is registered as a specialist anaesthesiologist (in the year of the exam at the latest).
It can be assumed, therefore, that candidates have had, or should have had, considerable experience in most
aspects of non-specialised anaesthesiology, both for routine and emergency procedures, including intensive care
and acute pain management.




Standart of the Examination

Each examiner should use his or her own experience as a practitioner and teacher of anaesthesiology in assessing
how candidates should perform within the context of the examination. The examiners should be looking for the
candidate’s ability to apply his or her basic science knowledge and deal with clinical problems based on the
theoretical knowledge gained in preparing for the Part | (MCQ) examination, together with the clinical experience
gained during his or her training, subsequent practice, and study of the anaesthetic literature.

The guided questions provide a framework by which pairs of examiners are able to test range of
knowledge and to form an overall judgment of the candidates’ capabilities. A thorough knowledge of the
basic sciences is regarded as essential for success in the examination. Nevertheless, detailed knowledge
of every individual topic discussed should not necessarily be considered of crucial importance in reaching
the required standard. Some of the guided questions are deliberately controversial in order to encourage
discussion and facilitate assessment of clinical judgment.

The standards expected of the candidates are set by the examiners, not by the questions!




STRUCTURE OF THE PART Il EXAMINATION

The start of the examination is marked by the sounding of the bell by the Examinations Administrator. This can only
occur when both the candidates and examiners are seated. Each candidate is examined in four separate vivas by
different pairs of examiners. Each examiner examines the candidate for 12 2 minutes so that each viva lasts for 25
minutes. Each candidate, therefore, is examined by eight different examiners.

In order to ensure that each candidate is given an adequate opportunity to demonstrate his knowledge, it is
necessary that a similar range of topics is covered by each candidate. To ensure this, the respective examiners
must ensure that the questions are covered in a timely manner with careful observance of the elapsed time so that
co-examiners are left sufficient material to complete the interview. It is expected that the questions will be followed
in the correct numerical sequence and that as an absolute minimum, all of the questions above the line (and at
least one below the line) will be covered. In addition, examiners should split the allotted time into two equal periods
of discussion determined by the sounding of the bell.
